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NIRWN launched!

Over one hundred people flocked to the Glenavon Hotel, Cookstown, on 19" January for the launch of the
NI Rural Women'’s Network. In an action-packed morning the attentive audience heard from a wide range of
speakers. Mary Duggan, chair of NIRWN, described the background to its formation and outlined the wide
range of activities being organised by NIRWN in its quest to ‘amplify and articulate the voices of rural
women at a strategic level'.

In his address David Cairns, Direct Rule Minister responsible for the Department of Agriculture and Rural
Development, congratulated NIRWN on its successful launch and voiced his enthusiasm and support for its
programme of work, particularly in ensuring that the Review of Public Administration becomes an
opportunity for more women to enter senior positions in decision-making. While he hoped that a local
minister would soon take his place in DARD, he assured us that he would continue to follow the progress of
NIRWN.

The diversity of rural women was well represented by the next five speakers, who gave vivid accounts of
the lives of women in farming families; young rural women; business women, ethnic minority women and
church women.

In closing the proceedings Pauline Keegan, Director of Rural Development in DARD, described NIRWN as
‘a perfect vehicle for rural women to have a voice’. She paid tribute to the twenty years of work carried out
by the rural women'’s networks which had helped to lead to this moment and she left NIRWN with a
numbers of challenges for the forthcoming months, working for ‘tangible, positive outcomes’ with rural
women and with policy makers, so that women will be equitably represented amongst sustainable rural
communities in the future. WRDA are represented on the management board of NIRWN and we look
forward to continuing our joint working.

Women’s Sector Partnership has first meeting

The first meeting of the Women'’s Sector Regional Partnership, which consists of WSN, NIRWN, North-West
and WRDA, together with the 15 women'’s centres in receipt of Community Investment or Neighbourhood
Renewal Funding, took place in the O’'Neill Arms Hotel, Toomebridge, on 30 January. For many of us, it was
great to be able to put a face to a name and also great to be able to meet so many women at one time. It
was an informative meeting as we learned about the huge variety of work being delivered by the different
centres. It was agreed that such sharing of information was very valuable and that visits to the different
centres would form part of future network meetings. After working in small groups people came together to
discuss the benefits of working together: lobbying, concerted fund-raising, developing unity, making EU links,
changing policy, sharing information and perspectives were some of the issues raised.

Another meeting is now being planned to consider a joint application to the Big Lottery ‘Live and Learn’ fund.

Ailish Cullen, Community Direct’'s Marketing and
Business Development Worker was extremely
busy over Valentines with four dates.

The four Health and Social Services Boards
organised events across Northern Ireland to
showcase sexual health initiatives and resources
which are going on across each Board Area. Ailish
went to each event to promote Community Direct’s
‘Parents Promoting Sexual Health’ resource pack.

This pack tackles the common problems that
parents face around approaching the subject of sex
with their children and teenagers. The aims of the
pack are to provide a ‘whole-person’ approach to
sexual health promotion and
- To raise awareness and knowledge of
sexual health amongst adults
To increase the confidence of course
participants to communicate with children
and young people on relationships,
sexuality and sexual health.

Northern Ireland has one of the highest rates of
teenage motherhood in Europe and with reports
revealing that young people are engaging in sexual
activity at a younger age it is clear to see why
parents are becoming increasingly concerned.
Alarming figures for Northern Ireland teenagers
contracting sexual diseases should alert everyone
to the need for more concentration on safe sex.
The message of safe sex has to be hammered
home more effectively than it has been. Where
sexual health is concerned, parents are best
placed to play a key role. With over 50% of all calls
to the Parent’'s Advice Centre’s Helpline being from
concerned parents asking for advice on how to
speak to their children and teenagers about sex it
is evident that whilst many parents are keen to
tackle this subject it is apparent that they do not
have the knowledge or confidence to do so.

Recent research by the Family Planning
Association and the University of Ulster found that
young people who were less able to talk to their
parents about personal or sexual matters were less
likely to use contraception when they first had sex.

This proves that it is important to open up a
dialogue between parents and children on the
subject.

The Parents Promoting Sexual Health programme
is delivered over six sessions by WRDA trained
Community Facilitators. For more information on
the programme contact Ailish Cullen on 028 9023
0212 or email ailish.cullen@wrda.net.
