FUNDING NEWS ?,
Rural women and women from

centres in the Belfast area have both re-
cently had meetings with Minister Hanson
to stress the urgency of the situation re-
garding the lack of funding of the women’s
sector. Groups from rural areas, the North-
West and Belfast all face redundancies
and closure after the end of March. Han-
son has given an undertaking that he will
make a response by mid-February. At a
meeting WRDA attended with the Belfast
Advisory Group it was agreed that we
would wait till then before deciding on what
steps might be taken to continue lobbying
for future funding for the whole of the
women’s sector. There will be a meeting
on 16 February to decide further steps.

DARD have just produced a draft
rural strategy with a consultation
deadline of 7 April for responses.
The WRDA is keen to ensure that
women’s voices are heard in the
response. We will be organising a
facilitated event to enable rural
women to express their opinions —
are you interested in taking part?
Travel, childcare and lunch will be
provided.

The Guardian of 12 December 2005 provides us with some fascinating facts relating to
childcare in the UK:

Y,

In the UK, 76% of women aged 25-54 are in work, compared with 59% in Italy and \
85% in Finland.

5.3 million British children are regularly looked after by someone other than their parent/s.
An estimated 55% of all families in the UK with children under 14 use some sort of childcare regu-
larly.

71,000 childminders, 100,000 nannies, 12,600 full day care providers, 10,200 out of school day
care workers, 10,000 sessional day care providers and 2,600 creche day care workers work in the
childcare industry in England.

Au pairs and live-in nannies are not covered by the national minimum wage regulations.

The largest group of informal childcarers are the child’s grandparents.

In the UK, parents pay 75% of childcare costs, while in Sweden, parents only pay 11%.

History of International Women’s Day

Around the world, International Women’s Day (IWD) marks a celebration of the economic, social, cul-
tural and political achievements for women. It is now always celebrated on 8 March, and women’s
groups around the world mark the occasion with a variety of events. This date is also commemorated at
the United Nations and many countries have it as a national holiday (for example Russia).

The idea of an International Women's Day first arose at the turn of the century, and in 1909, the Social-
ist Party of America initiated the first National Woman’s Day, which was observed across the United
States on 28 February. The Socialist International, meeting in Copenhagen in 1910, established a
Woman’s Day to support the movement for women’s rights and to assist in achieving universal suf-
frage. No fixed day was selected, but a year later, International Women’s Day rallies were held in Aus-
tria, Denmark, Germany and Switzerland on 19 March. At the end of February 1913, Russian women
celebrated IWD for the first time.

On 23 February 1917 (according to the Julian calendar then in use in Russia; 8 March on the Gregorian
calendar which was used elsewhere), Russian women took to the streets demanding ‘bread and
peace’. The protest inspired the last push of a revolution. A general strike spread to St Petersburg. Four
days later, the Czar was forced to abdicate, and the Provisional Government granted women the right
to vote.

After 1917, IWD was celebrated on 8 March. It was primarily a socialist holiday honouring working
women until the feminist movement in the 1960s revitalized the holiday and it became a celebration of
women'’s achievements.

In 1987, March was declared the National Women’s History Month in the US due to popular demand.

: The UK is 20th out of 26 countries in Europe, behind Belgium, Bulgaria, Hungary and Latvia, in the
: percentage of women in the most senior judiciary in the supreme courts.
